Marking bison with GPS collars was a Key Action in the Mackenzie Bison Management Plan to help address gaps
in our knowledge of bison movements, habitat- and range-use, to help locate bison for anthrax surveillance and
classification surveys, and especially interactions with moose and boreal caribou. This project will continue work
begun with the 2021 collar deployment on bison and with collaborators from the Sentinel North project.

« Document seasonal range use, annual home ranges and fidelity to calving areas

« Compare habitat use and selection to that of boreal caribou, black bears, and wolves, using collar data from the same geographic area (and potentially to moose if a proposal to deploy collars on moose proceeds)

« Locate bison to increase sample sizes of summer classification surveys and anthrax surveillance. Collared bison were tracked during anthrax surveillance in 2021 and 2022, and on the 2022 classification survey. Lack of
available aircraft precluded a classification survey in 2021.

« Provide a correction factor for bison detection rates on population surveys and of dead bison in the event of an anthrax outbreak

« Monitor adult female survival and calf classification to track population trends

Capture bison from helicopter (darting or net-gunning) or the ground (darting) to deploy up to 20 collars on adult
females that will transmit GPS locations to satellites. Collars will be programmed to operate for up to 3.5 years
and release in summer of 2026. Data will be analysed by Sentinel North collaborators and others to address the
question listed in the objectives. Mortalities will be investigated to determine cause of death, collect samples and
retrieve collars if possible. See the supplementary information for details.
