	Rationale 100 words or less Explication  100 mots ou moins: Arthropod and habitat collections can help gather information on understudied species, detect invasive species, support the general status ranking program, and help identify species of conservation concern.  This permit includes multiple targeted existing projects, including the the roadside Bumble Bee Surveys (BBeeS) and Mosquito Monitoring Project.  The BBeeS has been conducted in the NWT for the past several years (started with 3 routes in 2023), which is designed to improve understanding of bumble bee abundance and distribution in the north, including species at risk. By continuing these surveys, it can inform trends over time in abundance and distribution of bumble bees species. The Mosquito Monitoring Project provides information on species diversity and vector-borne disease surveillance, which is important for both wildlife, environmental, and human health. Other opportunistic arthropod monitoring projects can provide information on arthropods other than bumble bees and mosquitoes.

At each stop, sweep netting is conducted for 10 minutes to capture bumble bees and preserve them in ethanol, and other information is recorded on the datasheet. 
Mosquitoes: Twice weekly 24-hour period collections using CDC Light Traps baited with CO2 (via CO2 tank or active yeast culture). Mosquitoes are stored frozen, and then submitted to partner organizations to be identified by species morphologically and pools are analyzed for vector-borne diseases. 
Passive Methods: Setting up a combination of traps to collect as varied species as possible at each selected site - traps are Malaise traps, pit falls, blue vane with liquid non-toxic preserver. 
Active Methods:  Hand-held net sweeping, white drape drop method and night light method, photography.  Specimens are kept for few individuals to aid identification and record range extension.  Specimens are killed using approved methods (species dependent).
Plant Collections: These collections may represent habitat features complementary to insect and spider collection (e.g., a plant an insect is found on or is feeding on nectar from) or may represent occasional small-scale specimen collection for species identification.
