Monitoring Wood Bison Movements Along the Tticho All-Season Road

During the environmental assessment of the Ttcho All-Season Road (TASR), concerns were raised that the Mackenzie
bison herd will use the road corridor to expand its range northward, possibly entering the community of Whati. Monitoring
for bison is being completed under the TASR Wildlife Management and Monitoring Plan (WMMP). While GNWT aerial
surveys have only found bison up to KM56 of the TASR, Ttichgo community members, guardians and highway monitors
have reported observations of bison in and near the community of Whati since 2025. During the most recent Mackenzie
Bison Working Group Meeting, members discussed placing wildlife cameras on the north end of the TASR to monitor for
bison and track movements along the road, and to determine if they are using bridges to cross major rivers.

- Collect occurrence data for bison and other wildlife species and contribute those data to broader-scale
analyses of species distributions, abundances, and trends being undertaken by the NWT Biodiversity
Monitoring program.

In Spring 2026, we will be deploying up to 16 wildlife cameras in three locations along the Thcho All-Season Road. Six
cameras will be placed at James River bridge, six at La Martre River bridge and four near the ice road junction (~KM96).
Camera sets located at bridges will include 2 cameras on either end of the bridge, and 4 cameras along the river
shorelines on either side of the bridges. At each location an autonomous recording unit (ARUs) and bat detector will also
be deployed to maximize ancillary information collected. Project staff will drive the highway and deploy the cameras and
ARUs at pre-determined locations. Cameras and ARUs will be checked periodically after deployment to swap out SD
cards and replace batteries. After one year and a half, the cameras and ARUs will be retrieved in the Fall of 2027.
